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Vasko Vassilev

' Nace en Soffa en 1970. Estudié en el Conservatorio de Moscti y también
en Londres. Ha obtenido los principales premios de los concursos
internacionales «N. Paganini» (Génova), «Carl Flesch» (Londres) y
«Jacques Thibaud» (Paris). Con 21 anos de edad Vasko Vassilev empieza a
realizar giras de conciertos por Europa y Asia, participando en festivales
. internacionales. Es uno de los violinistas mds solicitado como concertino

invitado de orquestas de la categoria de London Philharmonic, London

Symphony, Opéra de Lyon, etc. Desde 1991 Vasko Vassilev es concertino
principal de la Orquesta de la Royal Opera House de Covent Garden de Londres, hecho que le convirtié
en el concertino mds joven de toda la historia de esa orquesta. En 1998 Vasko Vassilev actué como solista
en la gira por Europa de la Orquesta de la Royal Opera House, interpretando el Concierto para violin de
Tchaikovsky, obteniendo extraordinarias criticas. Como solista y musico de cdmara ha grabado discos para
los sellos Trittico Classics, Harmonia Mundi y Erato. Su discografia incluye, entre otras obras, las Sonatas
para violin y piano de Brahms y el estreno discografico del Concierto para violin de John Adams. Vasko
Vassilev es fundador y concertino de la Orquesta de cuerda «Laureate», formada enteramente por musicos
premiados en los més prestigiosos concursos internacionales y con la cual ha conseguido el disco de platino
por la grabacién “Original Four Seasons” con Vanesa Mae. Vasko Vassilev toca con un violin Amati del
ano 1705.

Born in Sofia in 1970, Vasko Vassilev studied at the Moscow Conservatory and also in London. He has won the
highest prizes at the international competitions “N. Paganini” (Genoa), “Carl Flesch” (London) and “Jacques
Thibaud” (Paris). At the age of 21, Vasko Vassilev began touring Europe and Asia, taking part in international
festivals. He is one of the most sought-after violinists as guest concertmaster of orchestras such as the London
Philharmonic, London Symphony, Opéra de Lyon, etc. Since 1991, Vasko Vassilev has been principal
concertmaster of the Royal Opera House Orchestra in Covent Garden in London, making him the youngest
concertmaster in the orchestras history. In 1998, Vasko Vassilev performed as a soloist on the Royal Opera House
Orchestras European tour, performing Tchaikovskys Violin Concerto, receiving rave reviews. As a soloist and
chamber musician, he has recorded CDs for the labels Trittico Classics, Harmonia Mundi and Erato. His
discography includes, among other works, Brahms Sonatas for Violin and Piano and the premiere recording of
John Adams’ Violin Concerto. Vasko Vassilev is the founder and concertmaster of the “Laureate” String Orchestra,

which is made up entirely of musicians who have won prizes at the most prestigious international competitions
and with which he has achieved platinum certification for the recording “Original Four Seasons” with Vanesa

Mae. Vasko Vassilev plays on an Amati violin from 1705.
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
